75 Days to Hanukkah:  A Festival of Prayer

Commencing with the solemn Day of Atonement (Yom Kippur) and ending with The Festival of Lights (Hanukkah), this season of prayer/fasting is focused on EIGHT PROMISES OF JUBILEE.  Segmented into eight sets of prayer and meditation, it is intended to impart/release the manifestation of the promises of Leviticus 25:9-21.  These are:

1. Liberty (vs. 10)
2. Possessions returned (vs. 10
3. Family restoration (vs. 10)
4. Eat the increase (vs. 12)
5. No oppression (vs. 14)
6. Favor in business (vs. 15-16
7. Safety (vs. 19)
8. Triple provision (vs. 21)
The 75-day length of this prayer focus is significant.  From Yom Kippur to Hannukkah is seventy-five days (every year).  Yom Kippur concentrates on repentance and sacrifice for sin (redemption).  Hanukkah is focused on restoration of godly worship and belief—victory over evil, profane systems and belief practices.  It celebrates restoration of freedom in Yahweh God—a victorious festival.

In the time of the seven-year tribulation spoken of by Daniel, there is a final period of 75 days added to the tribulation period (see Daniel 12:11-12).  Often overlooked by most theologians, Daniel 12:11 counts 1290 days from mid-tribulation or 3 ½ years plus 30 days.  Daniel 12:12 counts 1335 days or 3 ½ years plus 30 days plus 45 days.  

These 75 days are a time of mourning, repentance, and cleansing.  Thus, as we pray and watch for 75 days, we ask God to cleanse and prepare us for complete victory over evil in our lives.  At the same time, we pray for a release of the fruit and promises of Jubilee now to be manifested to us.  As we commit to obey God and do His will we believe to receive in return the blessings He has promised in Leviticus 23:10-21.  As we cleanse our “temples” to be fit for God’s holy habitation they will have increased capacity to receive (by His presence) eight blessings of Jubilee.

We are believing for, as a result, the richest most meaningful Fall holiday season we have yet experienced.  So, come!  Let the Lord come into the midst of His people as we embrace His presence.  Let us now ignite the altars of sacrifice unto Him and feel that heat of His consuming fire.  Join together in holy convocations of burning as His flames of purging among us, through atonement, become the radiant illumination of His shekinah presence over our festival dedications.
“Oh, give thanks to the Lord!  Call upon His name; make known His deeds among the peoples!  Sing to Him, sing Psalms to Him; talk of all His wondrous works!  Glory in His holy name; let the hearts of those rejoice who seek the Lord!  Seek the Lord and His 
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strength; seek His face for evermore! . . . He is the Lord our God; His judgments are in all the earth.  He remembers His covenant forever . . . (Psalm 105:1-8).

This section commences on Yom Kippur (Day of Atonement) and covers five days of the Succot (Booths) festival.  During these ten days of prayer, lay hold of the redemption God has supplied us and the liberating power of His presence among us.  His river of life has been purchased for us at the cross and loosed by the Holy Spirit to freely flow to those who confess His lordship.

As we begin these seventy-five days in “the liberty wherewith Christ has made us free”, we offer this invitation from the book of Revelation, “And the Spirit and the bride say, ‘Come!’ and let Him who thirsts come.  Whoever desires, let him take the water of life freely” (Rev. 22:17).

Declaration
As I begin these 75 days of promises fulfilled, I declare that I am standing fast in the liberty Christ imparted to me by salvation’s gift.  Therefore, I will not ever be entangled again with a yoke of bondage!  By the power of the Holy Spirit I hopefully and eagerly await the righteousness that comes by faith.  For I know that it is only faith, working by 
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love, that is of any benefit in the pursuit of the liberating righteousness of Christ.  And our only hope of obtaining that righteousness is through faith in Jesus!

This is the foundation of the liberty to which I have been called.  I will not use that liberty of God’s love through grace as an opportunity to engage in carnality.  No!  I will, by grace-filled love, liberally serve others and invite them to receive this same liberty.

Yes, I will fulfill the foundational law of liberty:  To love the Lord my God with all my heart, soul, strength and mind, and then love my neighbor as myself.

I commit myself to live in the Spirit and walk in the Spirit in liberty (Gal. 5:1-7).
