PROCLAIMING FREEDOM

Seventy days of declaring wisdom, leading to favor and increase, bringing freedom!

The Hebrew months of Tammuz (July) and Av (August) may seem to be an unusual season to declare freedom and deliverance.  Historically, this is an annual season of tragedy and warfare.  Yet, freedom must often be “laid hold of”, seized, and appropriated.  It comes with a price.  We intend, for the next 70 days, through daily prayer and declaration, to pay the price. In a day of national and international distress, we determine to set a standard of faith for freedom, abundance, and life through Jesus Christ.  As Matthew 11:12 says, “The kingdom of heaven suffers violence and the violent take it by force”!

No, we will not “go quietly”.  We will not accept days of heaviness and despair as our resigned condition.  For we have a truth to tell and a way that leads to victory, righteousness, and freedom that is not of this world.  We know that the kingdom of heaven is “righteousness, peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost”.  We will have that kingdom and its freedom.  We will take the truths God has spoken in our ear and “preach it on the housetops”.  Matthew 10:28 says, “Do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul”.  William Wallace, the Scots patriot, said it this way, “they may take our lives but they can never take our freedom!”
Galatians 5:13 says we are “called to liberty (freedom)”.  Galatians 5:1 says, “stand fast therefore in the liberty by which Christ has made us free, and do not be entangled again with a yoke of bondage.”

This 70-day plan of prayer and declaration (based on a plan by Patricia King) concentrates on things that bring true, eternal freedom:  God’s wisdom, favor, and life, and; the Holy Spirit’s person and attributes.  Will you participate?  Will you share what you receive from it with others?  Through it will you let Him anoint you and then use you “to preach good tidings to the poor; heal the brokenhearted; proclaim liberty to the captives; and, open the prisons of those who are bound”?  In so doing, you will, together with us, help waters of the Holy Spirit to flow in this dry season of “wilderness” and “desert” (Isaiah 35:6).  Then, even in the day of Tammuz-Av, the desert may rejoice, blossom, and be glad, and be blessed!

As you begin, be encouraged by this recent prophecy from Marsha Burns: 

“You are beginning to emerge from the fog of uncertainty, and then you will see with great clarity the purposes I have for you and the direction that I am taking you, says the Lord.  Take a deep breath, a sigh of relief, and release all the stress that has found a home in you in the last few weeks and months.  This is a new day that carries with it new possibilities and new hope.  Renew yourself in trust and expectation while maintaining spiritual discernment and reality.  I Corinthians 2:9says, “Eye has not seen, nor ear
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heard, nor have entered into the heart of man the things which God has prepared for those who love Him.”

Sunday, July 12 – Saturday, Sept. 19

II. Key scriptures
Isaiah 35:1-7; Isaiah 11:2; Isaiah 60; Isaiah 61; Hebrews 12:18-29; Revelation 22: 1-5, 17

III. This prayer plan consists of seven ten-day segments.  Each ten-day prayer 

emphasis contains:  one of the seven spirits of God (Is. 11:2) from which to seek empowerment; a type of the Holy Spirit to “encounter” spiritually; and, a decree to proclaim for those ten days.  It is our prayer that we will receive freedom from the turmoil of these days as we experience Holy Spirit “encounters” and declare the blessings and fruit of God’s promises over our lives.

IV. THE PRAYER PLAN
Part One:  Sunday, July 12 – Tues., July 21

*Fast on Wednesday, July 15

1.  Holy Spirit as a pledge/earnest:  Ephesians 1:14

2.  The Spirit of “the Lord’s rule” (Isaiah 11:2)

3.  DECREE for INCREASED FAVOR:  Ask for increased favor with God and with man.  Psalm 5:12; 45: 12; Prov. 3:4, 8:35, 11:27, 14:15.
I decree in Jesus’ name that I am blessed with the favor of the Lord.  His favor is a shield and protection around me.  I grow in favor of the Lord.  I grow in favor every day with God and man.  I am favored in everything I put my hands to and everywhere I go.  The blessing of the Lord’s favor opens doors for me that no one can shut.  I am blessed beyond measure because of the undeserved, unmerited favor of the Lord.

Part Two:  Wednesday, July 22 – Friday, July 31

*Fast on Wednesday, July 22 & 29; Thursday, July 30 (9th of Av:  “Tisha B’Av)

1.  Holy Spirit as oil :  Isaiah 10: 27; I John 2:20 

2.  The Spirit of “wisdom” (Isaiah 11:2)

3.  DECREE for WEALTH:  Ask for wealth. Prov. 3:16, 8:18; Psalm 23:6; Genesis 1:28; Deut. 8:18; Philippians 4:19.

 I decree in Jesus’ name that I love Wisdom and therefore I am granted the wealth that is in her left hand.  My God has given me the power to make wealth in order to establish His covenant.  The blessing of wealth comes upon me and overtakes me.  I am blessed with prosperity in all that I put my hands to.  I am fruitful and I multiply.  Goodness and mercy follow me all the days of my life.  I sow into good ground and reap 30—60—100-fold return, and am increased 1,000-fold more than I am now.
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The same measures of wisdom and wealth that were granted Solomon are available to me in Christ, and even beyond what Solomon received, because Jesus has gone to the Father.  With the blessing of wealth I care for the poor, the widows, the orphans and the destitute.  I receive the transference of wealth and decree that the wealth of the wicked is stored up for me.  The windows of Heaven are open over my life and the rain of God’s provision drenches me continuously.  All my needs are met according to God’s riches in glory through Christ.  I am blessed with great, ever-increasing wealth through the goodness and promises of God.  

Part Three:  Saturday, August 1 – Monday, August 10

*Fast Wednesday, August 5

1.  Holy Spirit as water:  John 4:14

2.  The Spirit of “Understanding” (Isaiah 11:2)

3.  DECREE FOR GREAT WISDOM.  Ask for great wisdom to fill your life, family, ministry and work or business according to Proverbs 4:7; James 3:17-18; James 1:5.

In Jesus’ name, I decree that Jesus Christ has been made Wisdom unto me.  Because I invited the Spirit of Christ’s wisdom to fill me to overflowing, I am enriched in all things.  The Spirit of Wisdom fills my mind, heart, soul and body.  The Spirit of Wisdom empowers me and gives me understanding each and every day.  The increase of wisdom is great in my life.  I am blessed with wisdom and understanding.

Wisdom guards my thoughts, my words and my ways.  I listen for Wisdom to speak to me each day.  My ear is attentive to Wisdom and I am obedient to Wisdom’s instruction.  Wisdom gives me discretion and discernment in all my life’s choices.
Part Four:  Tuesday, August 11 – Thursday, August 20

*Fast Wednesday, August 12 and Wednesday, August 19

1.  Holy Spirit as Dove:  Matthew 3:16; John 1:32

2.  The Spirit of “Counsel” (Is. 11:2)

3.  DECREE FOR CREATIVE/RIGHTEOUS WORDS.  Ask for wisdom to fill your mouth with creative and righteous words according to Proverbs 8:6-9; James 3.

In the name of Jesus Christ, I decree that the fruit of my mouth is righteous and blessed.  Wisdom watches over and guards the words that I speak.  Wisdom produces creative words within me that bring forth truth, life, and edification.  Through Wisdom, I call forth those things that are not as though they are.  With the power of Christ’s wisdom I command mountains to be removed.  Like my Heavenly Father, I create with my words.  Like Him, I say, “Let there be light,” and light and life and blessing are made manifest.

Through words of wisdom and faith I call forth blessing to come upon me and
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overtake me.  Through words of wisdom and faith I create an awesome course of fruitfulness to walk in.  I watch over my heart and mouth with all diligence, for with my heart I believe and with the words of my confession, it is sealed.  Through the Blood of the Lamb and the word of my testimony I overcome.  The opening of my mouth produces right things, and the words of my mouth are seasoned with grace, love, and truth.  I speak noble things that bring honor and glory to my King.  My heart and my mouth are filled with wisdom and therefore I am blessed.
Part Five:  Friday, August, 21 – Sunday, August 30

*Fast Wednesday, August 26

1.  Holy Spirit as Wind:  Acts 2:2

2.  The Spirit of “Might” (Isaiah 11:2)

3.  DECREE FOR ABUNDANT LIFE.  Ask for the blessings of abundant life.  John 10:10; Ephesians 1:3; II Peter 1:2-4; Proverbs 3:16.

I decree that Jesus came that I would have life and have it abundantly.  I have a full and abundant life in Him.  The Father has chosen gladly to give me His kingdom, and all the blessings and promises in the Kingdom are mine in Christ Jesus.  Every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places is mine.  My life is great in Christ, for He has given me everything that pertains to life and to godliness.  He has given to me His great, precious and magnificent promises so that by them I can partake of the Divine nature.

I enjoy a long, full life that is filled with every good thing.  As my days are, so shall my strength be.  Everything I put my hands to is filled with life.  The words I speak are filled with life.  Everything around me lives and prospers.  Because I love Wisdom, I have the long, full life that is in her right hand.

Part Six:  Monday, August 31 – Wednesday, September 9

*Fast Wednesday, Sept. 2 and Wednesday, Sept. 9

1.  Holy Spirit as Fire:  Acts 2:3

2.  The Spirit of “Knowledge” (Is. 11:2)
3.  DECREE FOR FREEDOM.  Ask for freedom in Jesus Christ as you stand fast against entangling yokes of bondage.  Galatians 5:1,13; John 8:36.

The scriptures say, “You shall know the truth and the truth shall make you free.”  Jesus Christ is the living way, the absolute truth, and the eternal life. I know Him as my Savior and Lord, Who sets me free from the bondage of sin.  Therefore, I am free indeed.  I decree this day the freedom of the Son of God loosed over my life, my family, my finances, and my home.  I say this day that salvation has come to my house—bringing God’s Kingdom of deliverance and freedom.  Now may the fruit of the freedom of God’s kingdom life manifest abundantly and richly over me.  
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Enter into our assembly, King of glory, through heads of gates raised and everlasting doors lifted up to offer you entry!  Come up before us, our breaker, (Micah 2:13) and lead us out through the gates to freedom.
Part Seven:  Thursday, September 10 – Saturday, September 19
*Fast Wednesday, September 16

1.  Holy Spirit as a Seal: II Cor. 1:22; Ephesians 1:13

2.  The Spirit of “Fear of the Lord” (Isaiah 11:2)

3.  DECREE FOR FEAR OF THE LORD (REVERENCE).  Ask for the fear of the Lord (reverence, awe and attention to God) to fill you, “for it is the beginning of wisdom”.  Psalm 19:9, 25:14, 33:18, 34:7, 103:17, 111:10; Proverbs 9:10, 14:26-27.

I fear (reverence, honor, and give primary attention to) God with all my heart, mind, and strength because of Wisdom’s instruction.  I grow in the fear of the Lord and therefore receive insights into His secrets and mysteries.  The fear of the Lord is clean, enduring forever; therefore I am filled with His purity.  The angel of the Lord encamps around me because I fear the Lord.  Angelic protection is fortified and increased in my life.
Because I love wisdom and the fear of the God, the eye of the Lord is upon me to watch over me in all my ways.  In the fear of the Lord I have strong confidence and my children have refuge.  His fear is a fountain of life to me.  I choose the fear of the Lord in all my ways because it is the beginning of wisdom.  I am filled with the Spirit of the Fear of the Lord and therefore I grow in great wisdom, insight and understanding.

ADDENDUM

Today is Rosh Hashanah:  “Head of the Year”.  This is the first day of the New Hebrew year 5770.  Today is also the start of a new Hebrew decade—the 5770’s (seventies).  In Hebrew alphabet numbers seventy corresponds to Ayin, “the Eye”.
Therefore, today begins a ten-year emphasis on “seeing” and “revelation” (the Eye).  Make ready for an amazing decade of supernatural revelation; of things made plain; of increased clarity/clarification; and, of seeing manifestations of the Son of promise (Hebrews 11:17-19, 39-40).  This decade, beginning today, will be a decade of manifestations of “promises fulfilled”.  Believe for it and “Leshanah Tovah”! (May it be written in God’s book, a good year for you!)
