This is a time of the effects and consequences resulting from exposure to spiritual disease within society.  Choice has led to contamination which has loosed an epidemic infliction of malady and disorder throughout the societal body of the nation.  These outward physical consequences are an indication of our country’s (church included) inward moral condition. 

Infesting clouds of tormentors hover about our morally infected cultural body like flies.  Mosquitoes of strife, compromise and moral malaria breed on the stagnated waters of our ethical grid-lock.  Our governmental structures and congressional bodies are inhabited by destructive hosts of entitlement-minded termites, personal privilege practicing phagocytes; and petulant, preening pee wees.  

Leaping hordes of insatiable fleas compete for our fiscal blood; while hives of hell-spawned hornets assault the validity of our GODLY NATIONAL ORIGIN.  Meanwhile, at the highest echelons of national power, a perverse predator crouches on the chest of our population and tears at freedom’s throat and liberty’s heart.  Ravenously, it consumes the independence and choice of generations to come.  
As the writer said over two hundred years ago, “These are the times that try men’s souls”.  Truly, at this time, the moral soul of our nation is being tried.  Before God we ask, what can we do? It is enlistment time and the call of Joel is our battle cry for the day:  “Gird yourselves and lament you priests; wail, you who minister before the altar; come, lie all night in sackcloth, you who minister to my God . . .consecrate a fast, call a sacred assembly; gather the elders and all the inhabitants of the land into the house of the Lord your God, and cry out to the Lord” (Joel 1:13-14).
Then take your place at the gates—for that is where the battle is most intense.  There is where the enemy is contending most stubbornly for control.  Rally to there and engage and see the King of Glory, the Lord of the breakthrough demonstrate His power on our behalf, and that of our nation.
